The 
audi to rs det er mi ned th at f unds sh oul d be r ef er re d to as  
re st ri ct ed only when t here is  a th ir d par ty re quir ement ,  
and t hat oth er re st ri ct io ns sh oul d be consi dere d board  
desi gnat ed f unds .  As par t of our annual budget  pr oc es s,  
th er e was a r es ol ut io n re st ri c ti ng f unds and th is  
re so lu ti on ca te gori ze s t hem as ei th er boar d des ig nate d or  
re st ri ct ed f unds , as  a ppro pr ia te .

The Fac il it y Perf or manc e 
Snapsh ot i s a compari so n to th e budget as a perc enta ge.   
The Capi ta l Budget Rev ie w li st s al l of t he capit al pro je ct s  
th at hav e been aut hori ze d by t he Board , t he amount  
auth or iz ed, th e cos ts in cu rr ed t o date , t he ex is ti ng 
bala nc e, and wheth er t he s ta tu s of th e pr oj ec t  is compl et e 
or act iv e.  The Pr oj ec t Deve lo pment se ct io n li st s th e 
outs ta ndin g l oans  and co mmit ment s,  t ot al pr oj ec t co st , t he  
Auth or it yÕs in ve st ment , f unds le ve ra ged, and number of  
un it s as si st ed f or t he hous in g lo an pro gr ams and th e j obs  
cr eate d/ re ta in ed fo r th e busi ness deve lo pment lo an  
pr ogra ms.  
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M. Sca rl et t as ke d how we can ver i fy how many j obs ar e 
cr eate d and re ta in ed.   K.  Jor dan r ep li ed th at fo r th e Nor th  
Countr y Al li ance , th er e is annual  rep or ti ng.  For t he 
Communit y Dev el opment Loan Fund, t he Auth or it y does not  
al ways pro vi de l oans t hat ar e di re ct ly r el at ed t o jo b 
cr eati on, but we do re ques t jo b cr eat io n number s fo r th os e 
busi ness  l oans  c onsi dere d ec onomic  d eve lo pment deal s.  
 
R. Jur av ic h s ta te d t hat our ac co unti ng f ir m has so me 
ex peri ence wi th fi nanc ia l das hboard s and has off er ed to  
he lp st af f  re fi ne t hi s re port .  Thi s  is  a wor k in  pro gr es s  
and st af f is  o pen to  B oard  member sÕ suggest io ns .  
 
M. Sca rl et t ask ed if th er e wer e makeup pro vi si ons i n 
co nt ra ct s wher e ex pens es ar e ex ce edin g re ve nues  f or  
wate r/ se wer  pr oj ec ts .   T. Saute r r ep li ed t hat t he Auth or it y  
ad ju st s r at es  on an annual bas is  fo r th e r eg io nal  
wate rl in e.   The Aut hori ty i s lo ck ed int o wate r and sewer  
co nt ra ct s and woul d have to  mak e i nt er nal adj us tments on  
fu tu re  c ontr ac ts .

Under th e HOME pro gr am 
th er e is a r equi re d Communit y  Housi ng Deve lo pment  
Organi za ti on (C HDO) set - asi de, whi ch  is  f or sp ec if ic  t yp es  
of housi ng or gani za ti ons th at undert ak e hous in g pro je ct s  
th at in cl ude r enta l r ehabil it at io n or homebuy er as si st ance .   
The Nor th Countr y HOME Cons or ti um ra n a se para te  f undi ng 
ro und fo r th e CHDO se t - as id e th is year .  Two appl ic at io ns  
were award ed f unds by t he Conso rt iu m th is year, one fr om 
Snowbelt Housi ng, In c. , and one fr om Nei ghbors of  
Wate rt own.  This re so lu ti on aut hori ze s t he Exec ut iv e 
Di r ect or t o ente r in to contr act s wi th t hese t wo 
or gani za ti ons t o im pl ement Homebuye r  Pr ogra ms.  The Pro je ct  
Deve lo pment Commi tt ee r ev ie wed th is  re so lu ti on and  
re co mmends  i ts  a ppro va l.  

 
Reso lu ti on No. 2007- 06- 01, Aut hori z in g Exec ut iv e Dir ec to r  
to Exe cu te HOME Cont ra ct s fo r HOME CHDO Set - asi de f or 2007 
Pr ogra m Year , was appr ov ed upon a mot io n by E. Fi pps,  
se co nded b y G.  I nt sc hert , and pass ed unanim ousl y.  
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b.  K. Jo rd an re port ed th at Reso lu ti on No. 2007- 06- 02 i s a 
r eques t f or $100,0 00 fr om th e Af f or dabl e Renta l Housi ng 
Pr ogra m (A RHP) to hel p f in ance t he Homebuy er Pr ogra m th at  
Snowbelt Hous in g, In c. , i s i mple menti ng.  They r equi re  
br id ge f in anci ng t o ac quir e and r enov at e homes to be sol d 
to in co me quali fy in g fa mi li es .   Snowbel t Housi ng, In c. , is  
re ques ti ng a 24- month peri od to im pl ement and compl et e t hi s  
pr ogra m.  The homes would be av ai la ble onl y t o peopl e wit h 
80% of  media n in co me,  wi th  a  3 % in te r es t ra te .

K. Jor dan s ta te d t hat i t i s mor e l ik e a l in e of c re di t.   
Snowbelt Housi ng wil l mak e dr aws fo r th e fu nds as needed  
and th en p ay  i t back  a t cl os in g when th e homes se ll .   

 
Reso lu ti on No. 2007- 06- 02, Auth or i zi ng $100,0 00 i n ARHP 
Cons tr uc ti on Fi nanc in g t o Snowbel t  Hous in g t o Ass is t i n 
Homebuye r Pr ogra m, was appro ve d upon a mot io n by  E. Fi pps,  
se co nded b y R.  S mi th , and pass ed u nanim ousl y.  

 
c.  K. Jor dan ci rc ul at ed t wo hous in g pro gr es s re port s.  The 

Je ff er so n Count y Pla nnin g Of fi ce pro vi des a re port  eve ry  
quar te r showin g th e number of s in gle f amil y homes bein g 
buil t, wit h t he av er age bei ng betw een 50 and 100.  The  
FDRLOÕs mar ke ti ng consu lt ant has  dete rmin ed t hat  
appr ox im at el y 35% of all new const ru ct io n is di re ct ly  
at tr ib ut ed to  t he gro wt h of  For t Dr um.  Of  t he 981 new 
unit s th at hav e been r epor te d, 332 ar e di re ct ly r el at ed t o 
Fort Dru m gr owth .  Or ig in al ly i t was det er mi ned th at th e 
need was fo r 2, 000 addit io nal housi ng uni ts .  To date ,  
t her e ar e appr ox im at el y 800 r enta l  uni ts t hat ar e bei ng 
pr opos ed and i n some fo rm of const ru ct io n, and about 300 
si ng le f amil y homes  have been buil t  in addit io n t o t he RCI  
hous in g on P os t .  

 
K. Jor dan st at ed t hat th e se co nd r eport shows t he exi st in g 
hous in g pro je ct s and th e number of uni ts in  t he 
co mmunit ie s.  The co nt ac t i nf or mat io n f or th es e pr oj ec ts  
wi ll be added t o th e re port , and th es e r epor ts  wil l be put  
on t he FDRLOÕs w ebsi te .  
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J. Johns on, J r. , not ed t hat t he li st does not in cl ude 
se ni or ci ti ze n hous in g pr oj ec ts .  Many of th e in come- bas ed 
pr oj ec ts t hat wer e buil t i n t he 1970Õs and 1980Õs were  
buil t as i nc ome- base d housi ng pr oj ec ts , but on ly se ni or  
ci ti ze ns quali fi ed t o li ve t here .  K. Jo rd an r es ponded t hat  
none of th e pro je ct s l is te d are  ex cl us iv el y f or se ni or  
ci ti ze ns .  Af fo rd abl e hous in g pr oj ec ts were  i nc lu ded, ev en  
th ough t here may be se ni or c it iz ens th er e, i t is consi dere d 
mult i - fa mi ly housi ng.  Any one who in co me quali fi es ca n l iv e 
th er e.  
 
J. Johns on, J r. , s ta te d t hat i t  needs to be cl ear t hat t hi s  
is ex is ti ng hous in g s to ck and i s  oc cu pi ed by lo ng- t im e 
oc cu pant s.  K. Jor dan s ta te d t hat onc e a year  a su rv ey is  
done and co nc lu ded t hat t hi s year t her e is a 95% oc cu panc y  
ra te .  
 
E. Fip ps st at ed th at it woul d be help fu l to note whic h 
pr oj ec ts are 801 pr oj ec ts and when the y ar e comin g due.   
The r epor t  le ads yo u to  bel ie ve  t hat t here  i s a lo t more  
hous in g av ai la bl e to  t he p ubli c th an th er e re al ly  i s.  
 
M. Sca rl et t ask ed whic h 801 pr oj ec t  co nt ra ct s have ex pi re d.   
K. Jor dan ans were d t hat none of t hem hav e exp ir ed ye t .  The 
fi rs t pr oj ec t i s l oc at ed in Lowvil le and wi ll ex pi re  
Dece mber  1st .  
 
J. Johns on, Jr ., ask ed i f th e deve l oper s of t he apart ment s  
lo ca te d near t he Mic ro te l get  se cu ri ty depos it s.  K. Jor dan 
re sp onded t hat ty pi ca ll y a maj or it y  of  l andl or ds  r equi re a 
se cu ri ty  d epos it .

a.  T. Saute r re port ed t hat tw o ye ar s ago t he Board aut hori ze d 
$1 mi ll io n in  Communi ty Deve lo pment  Loan Fund (C DLF) fu nds  
to su ppor t ex tr aord in ar y const ru ct io n cos ts  r el at ed to  t he  
ex te ns io n of t he Open Acce ss Tel ec om Net work ( OATN).  Ther e 
ar e tw o si gn if ic ant pr oj ec ts t hat th e OATN has under way fo r  
th e summer .   The fi rs t pr oj ec t is  f or th e ex te ns io n of  t he  
OATN net work onto Fort Dr um.  The sec ond pro je ct is an  
ex te ns io n of t he net work to support  a con nect io n wi th th e 
New Yor k Sta t e I ndependent Oper at or s Net work .  The t ot al  
co st f or  th ese i mpro ve ment s i s $669,0 00, whil e t ot al  
fu ndin g av ai la bl e fr om t he CDLF is $576, 000.   Both pro je ct s  
wi ll gener at e suf fi ci ent re ve nue t o rep ay th e CDLF wi th in  
th e te rms of th e co nt ra ct s wi th se rv ic e pr ov id er s.  Thi s  
re so lu t i on was dis cu ss ed at th e Faci li ti es Commit te e 
meet in g and i s r ec ommended fo r th e Boar dÕs appro va l.
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Reso lu ti on No. 2007- 06- 03,  I nc re as i ng Open Acce ss  Tel ec om 
Netw or k Communi ty Deve lo pment Loan Fund (C DLF) Li ne of  
Cr edit was appro ve d upon a mot io n by M. Sca rl et t , sec onded 
by  R . Smit h,  a nd p as se d unanim ousl y.

3,  whi ch re quir es webc as ti ng of al l Auth or it y meet in gs th at  
ar e su bj ec t to  th e Open Meet in gs Law.  OATN st af f has  
ac quir ed webc as ti ng equi pment and is in th e pro ce ss of  
te st in g it and dev el op in g a li ve webca st sys te m whic h st af f  
wi ll oper at e.  The Auth or it y r ec ei ve d aut hori za ti on fr om 
OGS t o uti li ze  Confe re nc e Room #2, 11t h Flo or ,  t o in st al l a 
camera and a swi tc h.  Over th e nex t  3- 4 week s, OATN st af f  
wi ll i ns ta ll th e equi pment  and comple te t es ti ng to ass ur e 
th at  i t is  r eady  f or  a  l iv e webc as t .  
 
J. Johns on, Jr ., ask ed what pro vi si ons have been made fo r  
ex ec ut iv e se ss io ns .   R. Ju ra vi ch r epl ie d t hat  any meet in g 
su bj ec t to t he Open Meeti ngs Law must be br oadc as t , whi ch  
in cl ude board and co mmit te e meeti ngs .  I n our pla n th at was  
se nt to  t he Gove rn or Õs Off ic e,  we s ta te d t hat th e 
Auth or it yÕs Boar d of Dir ec to rs meet s  six t im es per year  and 
th e Boar dÕs goal i s t o hav e a co upl e of meet in gs per year  
outs id e th e Dull es Sta te Of fi ce Bui ld in g.  Ther e ar e als o 
oc ca si ons when Conf er ence Room #2 on th e 11t h Flo or of th e 
Dull es Sta te Off ic e Buil di ng i s not  ava il ab le f or our use .   
The Auth or it y would re quir e a wai ve r  in both of t hose  
ca se s.   We ar e not r equi re d to es ta bl is h r emot e 
br oadc as ti ng.  I f t he Boar d r equi re s a le gal exe cu ti ve  
se ss io n, th e Board  dec la re s i t as su ch and t ur ns  t he ca mera  
of f.  
 
J. Johns on, J r . , s ta te d t hat t here  may have to be so me 
pr ov is io ns in  doi ng t hat.    Some pro ce dure s are  i n pl ac e 
whic h re quir es  not if ic at io n to  th e rec ip ie nt of what is  
go in g on.   R.  Dur anti ni  s ta te d th at  as  par t of  t he t es t i ng  
of th e webca st in g equi pment,  when th e camer a i s mounte d,  
OATN st af f wi ll  i ns ta ll  a swi tc h to  tu rn  t he camer a on and  
of f, whi ch wi ll be co nt ro l l ed by st aff .   R. Dura nt in i als o 
st at ed t hat th e cl os ed ca pt io ni ng i s on ly r equi re d on th e 
ar ch iv e.  Duri ng a li ve webc as t, a se rv er i n t he OATN 
of fi ce on th e 4t h f lo or wi ll  capt ur e and re co rd  t he 
meet in gs , whi ch  wi ll  be made av ai la ble fo r 30 days and th en 
ar ch iv ed.

Auth or it y ente re d in to a contr ac t  wit h th e Vi ll age of  
Cl ay to n t o pro vi de t ec hnic al as si st ance fo r i ts  munic ip al  
in fr as tr uc tu re sys te ms.  The Vi ll age has as ke d t he  
Auth or it y t o pro vi de some addit io nal t ec hnic al as si st ance  
wi th  put ti ng out an RFP sol ic it in g an engi neer in g fi rm.   
This amendment modif ie s t he ex is ti ng agre ement wit h t he  
Vi ll age.
